     Our consumers from the mid and upper shore have 
once again demonstrated to their counselors and co-
workers that reachable life goals are obtainable.  Al-
though challenged by the same obstacles as everyone 
else in this economic downturn, including job loss and  
transfers, they have shown that with proper assistance 
and effort, productive outcomes are possible. EAES 
consumers are able to live productive lives and contrib-
ute in their respective communities. 
     In June 2001, DORS referred Malachi Johnson, of 
Cecil County to our individual support services and 
community support programs. EAES helped secure a 
position at Walmart for Malachi and also coordinated 
and arranged housing for him in an apartment in Cecil 
County. His housing was made possible by assistance 
from the EAES program in Cecil County. Malachi left 
his job at Walmart and went to work at Pizza Hut, in 
2003. Because of the poor economy, Pizza Hut re-
leased some employees, and Malachi is now looking 
for part-time work. During this transition period,  
Malachi has joined the Cecil County YMCA and is 
transported there three times a week by EAES staff . 
He has dropped 10 pounds since joining and is proud 
of this accomplishment. 
     William (BJ) Boyer, of Kent County, sought assis-
tance from EAES last October. BJ was referred by 
DORS to our supportive employment program. During 
the last year, BJ and his EAES employment specialist 
have submitted several applications for employment 
throughout the region. BJ was hired by Dollar General, 
in Chestertown. BJ’s new position as a night stocker 
clerk keeps him busy and productive in the community.
